Rev. Joseph Eddy is the pastor of Our Lady of Mount Carmel Church (OLMC) joining the parish in the fall of 2018. Rev. Eddy received his BS in Special Education in 2001 from Marywood University, a Master of Divinity in 2007 from St. Charles Borromeo Seminary, and a Master’s in Theology of Consecrated Life in October 2008 from Notre Dame Graduate School of Christendom College.  

Rev. Eddy is dedicated to continuing OLMC’s tradition of service to the Detroit Shoreway neighborhood.  OLMC helped to form DSCDO in 1973 and has had a board position for the entire 46 years of DSCDO’s existence. In the mid-1980’s, OLMC constructed the Villa Mercede apartment building for low income seniors, built some of the first new housing in the Detroit Shoreway neighborhood in decades at the St. Peter’s by the Lake condominiums and townhomes, and helped establish the housing market for lakefront living by constructing the Casa Belvedere condominiums.

Rev. Eddy is committed to help DSCDO fulfill its mission to improve the quality of life for neighborhood residents especially through the service of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel School, one of the top performing elementary schools in Cuyahoga County, benefitting many children from low and moderate income families who utilize vouchers to help pay for tuition.  OLMC offers a wide range of services to the community.  Rev. Eddy brings skills in administration, social media, communication and organizational leadership.
